"That makes it a little more welcoming
to people who are not used to church,”
Judd said. "We usually sit around in a
circle ... where everyone is equal, which
allows them to voice how God does
speak to them.”

Judd is committed to providing a
welcoming worship experience to all people
whether they are Native American or not.

"We don't have to give up being native
people to be Christian," Judd said.

"We can be Christian, and we are native
people. That's never going to change, ever!
And we can live out life as faithful disciples
of Jesus Christ and still be who we are,” she said.

Although Native American churches throughout the Midwest are part of
the Oklahoma Indian Missionary Annual Conference, the congregations
are scattered all over the
region. The Kansas East and
Kansas West annual
conferences are both home
to other Native American
congregations. @
